Format for PeeWee Division 

· All teams play everyone in their pool 

· 1st place team of Pool A will play 2nd place team of Pool B.  1st place team of Pool B will play 2nd place team of Pool A

8.  If overtime occurs in the finals, there will be a five-minute sudden victory overtime period consisting 
     of 4 on 4.
